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BACKGROUND ON THE CONSERVATION
FUND & THE PALME TTO-PEARTREE
PRESERVE

The Conservation Fund forges partnerships to
conserve America’s legacy of land and water re-
sources. Through land acquisition, community initia-
tives, and leadership training,, the Fund and its part-
ners demonstrate sustainable conservation solutions
emphasizing the integration of economic and environ-
mental goals.

The Palmetto-Peartree Preserve is located in
Tyrrell County, northeast of the town of Columbia.
The preserve encompasses 10,000 acres bordered by
the Albemarle Sound and the Alligator River. Pur-
chased in 1999 with funding from the NC Department
of Transportation, the preserve was established to
protect the endangered Red-Cockaded Woodpecker.

The population of Red-Cockaded Woodpeckers
(RCWs) varies from year to year but the number of
active clusters is more than 20. These “clusters”
consist of a number of birds that live in the same
proximity The preserve also provides excellent habi-
tat for over 100 species of subtropical migratory birds
and wintering / migratory waterfowl.

The diverse habitat at the preserve is a mixture of
hardwood swamps, mixed hardwood-pine forest and
marsh. Although RCWs are more typically found in
longleaf pine forests, loblolly pine is the dominant
species found at the preserve. Some of the typical
hardwood trees found on the preserve are Sweetgum,
Red Maple, Swamp Chestnut Oak, and Tulip Poplar.
